· Show sample of Sequences in JSP and where to use it.
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· Show method to draw sequencing drawing.
· Ask student to draw a sequence diagram on steps to open email account, example of drawing is included below;



· Ask students to work in pair or group of three, and ask them to do some exercise on how to draw sequences using JSP.
a. Sequence diagram on method to write a letter to a friend.

b. Sequence diagram on buying pens from the shop.

c. Sequence diagram on frying an egg.
